Clean and Beautiful
Parking - Do’s and Don’ts

Parking vehicles properly within Lockridge Forest is

important to the welfare of the neighborhood and

one of the bigger issues to residents.  To clarify

requirements we will explain the “do’s and don’ts”:

Do park in your garage/carport, on a paved

driveway or in the street (if not longer than 24 hours

at a time.)  Also, parking on a driveway requires

that all wheels be on pavement.

Don’t park in your yard or non-paved driveway

(Gwinnett County’s Ordinance ZR Article X, Section

1001, Paragraph 6 and in DeKalb County’s

Municipal Code 27-766), the street if the period is

greater than 24 hours (Georgia Code 40-6-206),

and the street in the direction of traffic  (Georgia

Code 40-6-200).

Although legal to park in the street, the Association

preference is that residents park in the street as last

resort.  Please conform willingly to the “do’s and

don’ts”, as it’s the law too.  Conformance leads to a

more pleasant neighborhood with increased

property values.  Basically, it’s a matter of showing

respect for your neighbors.
